Value of Sports and Culture

Sports and Culture have intrinsic
value to people and places, promoting
health and well-being. However, their
economic impacts are limited.

Why sports and culture ?

In recent decades a great deal of
attention has been paid to cities' sport
and cultural offerings. The prestige of
hosting an international sporting event
or building an architecturally stunning
art gallery 1s naturally attractive to city
leaders. Great Public spectacles like
the 2012 Olympics are often hugely
popular at the time. On the other hand
the cost and delivery challenses for
such mega events and major facilities
often make these projects complex,
expensive and controversial. For
example, London 2012's budget
famously doubled from the initial bid.

A variety of economic and social
gains are claimed by proponents of
sports and culture. For example, The
British Olympic Association's evidence
to Parliament supporting London's 2012
Olympics set out a huge range of
potential benefits :

"a feel good factor across the

\—]
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nation as a whole, increased elite
sporting performance, grassroots
participation and facilities, the reduction
of youth crime, the promotion of
education, anew culture of volunteerism,
social inclusion, regeneration in the
form of new housing and better transport
infrastructure, employment (with about
9,000 new jobs, of which 3,000 would
in the local economy), tourism and the
convention industry, UK investment and
exports, and all British cities through
the preparation and training camps for
overseas teams as well as the football
and sailing competitions."

Some of these claims (such as the
'feel good factor') are beyond the
advisory remit of the What Works
Centre for Local Economic Growth.
We have, however, been able to find
evidence to address some of the more
tangible claims made for major sporting
and cultural interventions, such as for
job creation and for regeneration. Such
legacy arguments are frequently an
important part of the case for such
events and facilities. Many local
decision makers will be faced with a

campaign to host special event or
open a crowd-drawing facility during
their carreer. Although it may not be
of the scale of the Olympics, the
World Cup or the Sydney Opera House,
organising a music festival, builiding
a new museum or an arts centre can
be expensive and disruptive to
'business as usual.' In economic terms,
what can a locality reasonably expect
to see in return for the investment
9

Almost all of the evaluation that
we found to be rigorous are focused
on projects at the grand end of the
scale. Unfortunately, there is very little
robust impact evalution information
about the impact of smaller events
and facilities on their host economics-
we found a large number of studies
but almost none passed our quality
thresholds. However, we are confident
that there are lessons for everyone
facing this type of spending decision
from the evidence we have looked
at regarding very large projects. Their
size means that impact should be easier
to identify. Also, in many cases
substantial resources have been
committed to rigorous impact
evaluation before, during, and after
the event. We also believe that local
and national policymakers can learn
valuble lessons about how to evaluate
the economic impacts of sports and
culture from the studies we review
here.

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Definition of Sport and

Culture

We initially focused the review on
evaluations of any sporting or cultural
events (arts, music or heritage).
However, we found no evaluations of
small-scale local events that met our
minimum evidenc standards. As a result,
in practice, the evidence we consider
largely covers 'major' events and
facilities.

'Major events' tend to meet two
of the three following criteria :

1. resulting from a national and/
or international competition.

2. operating over at least 1 week,
of shorter events on a frequently
recurring basis.

3. targeted at a national and/or
international audience.

'Major facilities'
following criteria :

1. permanent facility of regional
or national scale.

2. targeted at a regional, national
or international clientele.

We excluded :

* Conferences and conference
centres.

(1) The standard of pronunciation :

The pronunciation of a language
varies every six miles because of
geographical and cultural reasons. The
speakers of one and the same language
will vary in the standard of
pronunciation on the basis of their
standards of education and living. A
villager may speak a different variety
from a man from the city.

The pronunciation of English also
varies from one geographical entity to
the other, from one country to another.
There are marked and distinct phonetic
features associated with English spoken
in the English-speaking nations. Such
as the UK., the US.A., Canada and
Australia. Even within the UK. there
are variations between England, Scotland,
Wales and Northern Ireland.

Gimson observes that the English
today are purticularly sensitive to
variations in pronunciation of their
language and a kind of unofficial

standard exists in England.

\—]
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(2) The Emergence of a standard in
England

The credit of making the East-
Midland dialect standard English goes
to chaucer, the father of English poetry.
While a standard form of written English
has existed. For hundreds of years, there
has been even within England a great
diversity in the pronunciation of people
belonging to different regions and
different sections of community. One
perticular regional accent, how ever
has over the last five hundred years,
acquired social prestige. It was the
pronunciation of the southest of England.
Particularly of the London region, to
which the prestige was attached. It
gradually lost some of the local
characteristics of London speech and
became the speech of the ruling class
through the influence of the public
schools in the ninteetnth century. It
thus got established as a ‘class’
pronunciation throughout England and
was recognized as characteristic of social

than a
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pronunciation. Those who wanted
social advancement had therefore to
modify their speech to bring it nearer
the social standard.
(3) Received pronunciation
According to Gimson, ‘“‘Great
prestige is still attached to this implicity
accepted social standard pronunciation.”
It is called

pronunciation” to indicate that it is

often ‘“‘Received
the result of social judgement and wide
acceptance because of its use by the
BBC announcers. It is basically “educated
southern British English” and is the
form of pronunciation generally
described in books on the phonetics
of British English and the one generally
taught to foreigners.

RP today is no longer the exclusive
property of a particular social class
in England and is generally equated
with the correct pronunciation of English.
Regional forms of pronunciation continue
to exist.

Some forms of regional
pronunciation are firmly established in
Britain. Some of them, particularly

Scottish are accepted thoughout the

country, while others popular London

\—]
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speech, for instance are less acceptable.
American pronunciation is now
completely accepted in Britain. Speakers
of RP now realize that their type of
pronunciation is used by only a very
small minority in the English speaking
world.

(49) Indian English is not always intelligible
to British listener

Faulty pronunciation of the sounds
of English, replacements of English
sounds by their Indian equivalents,
wrong accentual pattern, leaving
important words unaccented in
connected speech. Faulty rhythmic
patterns, faulty division of a long
utterance into tone group, wrong location
of the nucleus or the tonic syllable
in a tone group are the main reasons
of the unintelligibility of Indian English
to foreigners.

(5) Difference between general Indian
English and British R.P.

The difference between general
Indian English and educated Southern
British English known as Received
Pronunciation (R.P.) is summarised
below :

(1) General Indian English is

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variously replaced by ISI/or/z/as in

words such as measure and garage.

(2) speakers of General Indian
English many a time use unaspirated
[pl, [t], [k] for aspirated [ph], [th], [kh]
at the beginning of accented syllables.

(3) Most Indian speakers find the
suprasegmental features of English very
difficult. Their accentual patterns are
often faulty. Very often they place the
accent on the wrong syllable of a word
with disastrous results.

(4) They also commit mistakes of
intonation. They fail to divide a long
utterance into tone groups and often
misplace the nucleus or the tonic syllable.

(5) In R.P. the five long vowels
and the dipthongs are relatively longer
than the other vowels but the length
is reduced before voiceless consonants.

(6) In General Indian English the
long vowels tend to be shortened in
unaccented positions.

(6) Suggestions for the improvement
of Indian English

The scholars of Central Institute
of English and Foreign Languages
Hyderabad have put forward the
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following suggestions for
improvement of Indian English in order
to make it internationally intelligible.

(1) The correct pattern of English
word accent should be maintained.

(2) The correct pattern of sentence
stress and rhythm should be maintained.

(3) the consonants should be clearly
articulated.

(4) The voiceless plosives p, t, k
should be aspirated at the beginning
of accented syllables.

(5) The reading of a set text should
be done carefully with proper grouping
of words.

(6) The correct distribution of ISI
and IZI in inflexional suffixes should
be maintained.

(7) The correct distribution of English
vowels and consonants should be learnt
by the constant use of pronouncing
dictionary.
